Quick Reference Card

Integrated GIS and TMK Mapping

WebRE contains two mapping modules. The first is a seamless set of parcel maps which can
be zoomed in or out and moved around in the frame to position any point of interest in the map
window’s center. WebRE's second set of maps includes plat maps of the type of which TMK
books contain.

The map pins in the two frames below are identifying the same parcel

Step 1 Set up your search
in the usual way
entering search
parameters and
selecting one or
more formats. (For
best display of data
with maps, highlight
all four quadrants
for each format you
select.)

Step 3) Click the Map
button on the
webREsearch
toolbar to open and
begin mapping. (It
is not necessary to
wait until data
displays to begin
mapping.)

Step 4) Click the Option
button to display
choices for GIS or
TMK maps.



Here's the Picture—

The GIS mapping system defaults to color coded plats. The flags indicate
the matches which a search finds. The red map pin indicates the property
data record that is displayed in the right frame of the screen.

Use the Zoom-In feature to get a closer look. Now click the options button to
add street names.



Looking down on things

View your property from the perspective of an entire island by clicking on the
Zoom to drop down menu and selecting the island of your choice. (In this example
we selected Oahu.)

Zoom in and view Flood Zone areas. Change the display from color coded plats
to color coded Flood Zones by 1) clicking the Options button, 2) selecting Flood
Zones from the choices which appear in the window that opens, and 3) clicking
the Redraw button. Scroll the Options window downward to view a Flood Zone
designation glossary.



Zoom In/Zoom Out

Easily switch from GIS to Taxmaps by clicking the Tax Maps within the Options
frame. This window contains three frames: 1) a map frame zoomed out to
show an entire plat with flags to indicate the properties which match the current
search parameters, 2) a data frame showing an MLS report for each of the
flagged properties, and 3) a data frame showing photos available for the flagged
properties.

Use the Zoom In drop down menu, and select Cur Parcel to get a closer look
at the active record’s Taxmap. A red dot appears next to the TMK number on
the property record in the data window, and a red pin appears on the Taxmap
within the boundary of the parcel which corresponds to the one which is active
in the data window. Change the active record in the data window, and the map
pin moves, or move the map pin, and the corresponding property becomes
active in the data window.



Printing Tax Maps—

Copy webRE’s Taxmaps into any standard imaging application. (HIS suggests
Imaging for Windows or Photo Shop.) The plat showing below was found in a
webRE search and downloaded to Imaging for Windows. Export a map to Imaging
for Widows by simply clicking on the words Download+TMK number (in this
example, Download 1-3-9-72 Tax Map) which appears in the Options window.
(Initiating the download from WebRE opens Imaging for Windows.)

After opening a Taxmap in an imaging application, use that program’s tools to
customize it. With imaging software you can:

® Highlight specific properties
® Add text boxes

® Print an entire plat

® Make a brochure
